 Minutes of Annual General Meeting for 2020. The meeting was held electronically using SKYPE on the 30th January 2021 and opened at 11.10am
1. 2. APOLOGIES- Doreen Dowsett, Nathan Turner, Emily Geenway.

3. Miniutes of previous AGM were accepted unanimously.

4. Treasurers report-  (see attached) There is as yet an outstanding divisional rebate payment for the North West division of £3852 to be deducted from the account which the chairman will forward in due course. 
5. The Chairman’s report highlighted the lack of competitive activity to comment on due to the severity of the Covid 19 pandemic.  

6. Secretary’s report- The secretary gave a brief synopsis of his written report emphasising the need to be optimistic and plan for a re start of competitions towards the latter half of the year. Also, as the Commonwealth Championships (New Zealand) were now scheduled to run in December the All-England championships could be held later in the year than usual in August or September.  
7. CHAMPIONSHIPS- Andy Champ had offered to run the English bench press championships which had to be cancelled last year, likely venue would be in Milton Keynes with dates to follow once the situation improves.

Jacob Wymer was still interested in running the All-England championships which he had to cancel last year, again dates etc. to follow. Moulton College may be considered if the need arises to run one of the All-England events.
The Chairman expressed some doubt as to whether the Home Nations championships would again go ahead this year as there is every likelihood that the calendar could become congested if divisions have to suddenly hold all their competitions in the second half of the year.

8. Divisional report’s- Chris Godfrey gave a verbal report for YNE focusing on the success of being able to run the British Women’s classic just before the first lockdown came into force. 

Joy Nnamani  GL – report included 2 notices of motion for discussion prior to presentation to the BP AGM. Firstly, that all British Powerlifting meetings should while Covid 19 restrictions are in place be held electronically. This is already happening so no action required.
Secondly,  a proposal that as there were currently no competitions taking place a reduction of membership fees should be introduced. It was pointed out that in ‘normal’ times that lifters joined or renewed their membership at various times during a year, as an when it suited them, very few actually wanting a complete year’s membership.

Kim Cowley was appointed as Championships secretary (Kevin Jane happy to step down) and also to help with a new position of social media officer with Matthew Parker. Another new position of Development Officer was filled by Bryn Evans, with the aim of promoting powerlifting across divisions and encouraging inter club competition.
DIRECTOR FOR ENGLAND – Kevin Jane was elected for a further term. 

10. International team funding- Paul Marsh raised the issues of increasing funding for coaches and officials when representing England internationally, in particular at the Commonwealth championships. He also presented suggestions for supporting lifters i.e. paying entry/doping fees etc. based on their performance level using the IPF points system. This promoted some discussion and no decision was reached as factors such as size of team, number of coaches/officials, travel and accommodation  costs all had to be taken into account for each competition. Also the amount of funding available had to be considered. Attracting sponsorship was mentioned but this is currently restricted to some extent by agreements with SBD so will need to be discussed further.

The Chairman raised the point that all coaches should be*  DBS checked and have at least completed a level 1 British Powerlifting coaching course, a current first aid certificate and appropriate insurance is also beneficial. (*The matter will be discussed by the BP executive at their next meeting  7/2/2021). 
11. A.O.B.

The details of the Funeral for Fred Sterry (long serving EPA Treasurer and dedicated Officer for British Powerlifting)  to take place on the 2nd February 2021 at 11.30am were made known to the meeting. Fred’s devotion and contribution to Powerlifting being acknowledged by the fact that he is to be dressed in his Cat. 1 referee’s attire and with a BP logo on his coffin R.I.P.

Chris Godfrey – mentioned the problems many members had in trying to join the AGM via SKYPE which it was agreed would need to be improved upon if future meetings are to be conducted this way. 
Qualifying for this year’s national events can be from totals set in 2019 due to the lack of competitions last year.

Records certificates- The previous Records officer Ian Finch had dispersed with providing certificates to lifters breaking English records due to being time consuming and costly. However, many lifters would still like to receive certificates in recognition of their achievements. The Secretary will liaise with Amina re either making these available to download or to again produce them.
